'It is hoped that we can continue the 
relationship with Jari into the future and develop more collaborative projects', says Nick 
Haywood, senior lecturer, bassist and co-ordinator of Contemporary Music at the UTAS Con.

Jari Perkiömäki toured Australia in 1998 with the Mike Nock Five, a combined Australian and 
Nordic ensemble visiting all capital cities.
